All four of these community building 
bricks are the premise of National Night 
Out.  The city offers a free permit to 
block off your street for several hours in 
the evening, you notify your neighbors 
and do something as simple as every-
one brings out chairs and maybe a wa-
ter sprinkler for the kids and you all just 
sit around getting to know each other.  I 

guarantee the kids will want to do it next 
year so you have already accomplished 
the addition of the first two blocks to 
your communityé.you STARTED A 
TRADITION and ORGANIZED A 
BLOCK PARTY!  If you threw in the bo-
nus of everyone bringing a snack, cov-
ered dish or desserté.you also HAD A 
POT LUCK!

 Update On Important State Issues  

Changes to State Work-

ers Pensions  

On July 19 Gov. Jay Nixon 

signed legislation that will 

make changes in the state 

employee pension system 

for new workers hired 

starting in 2011. Lawmak-

ers passed the pension bill, 

along with separate legis-

lation to provide tax 

breaks for the Ford Motor 

Co. assembly plant in 

Claycomo, MO, during a 

three -week special legisla-

tive session that wrapped 

up on July 14. The pension 

measure is projected to 

save the state $660 million 

over 10 years (although I 

think these projections 

may overstate the 

òsavingsó). The Ford bill is 

expected to siphon up to 

$150 million from the state 

treasury over that same 

period. The Ford plant has 

made no promises in re-

sponse to the aid package 

passed by the General As-

sembly and signed into law.  

The pension changes in-

clude requiring new state 

workers to pay 4 percent of 

their salaries toward their 

retirement, boosting their 

standard retire age from 62 

to 67 and doubling the vest-

ing period needed to collect 

state retirement benefits 

from five years of service to 

10 years. Elected officials 

who take office starting in 

2011, however, will get a 

better deal than rank -and-

file employees. Although 

the standard retirement 

age for elected officials will 

jump from 55 to 62, the 

vesting periods will remain 

at six years for lawmakers 

and four years for state-

wide elected officials.  

I voted no on these changes 

to state worker pensions 

because: 1) 

Missouriõs state 

workers are the 

lowest paid in the nation; a 

good pension is a way to 

help retain good workers; 2) 

elected officials should not 

be favored by pension rules 

that are more generous than 

those for other state work-

ers; and 3) the erosion of 

pension benefits in private 

enterprise should be ques-

tioned and challenged in-

stead of reinforced by weak-

ening public pensions.  

Tough Budget Times Con-

tinue  

Missouri budget officials are 

projecting a $600 million 

shortfall in the state operat-

ing budget for the 2012 fis-

cal year, which begins on 

July 1, 2011. The gap is due 

in large part to the depletion 

and expiration of $860 mil-

lion in short -term federal 

funding Missouri has used 

to soften the impact of 

budget cuts during the last 

two years.  

State agencies are being told 

that $280 million in spend-

ing cuts Gov. Nixon made to 

the FY 2011 budget will be 

permanent. The administra-

tion also instructed agencies 

not to request funding for 

building repair or construc-

tion unless they have a dedi-

Executive Order 10 -24 

Expands Civil Rights Pro-

tections for State Workers 

& State Services  

On July 9 Gov. Jay Nixon 

signed Executive Order 10 -

24 that directs state execu-

tive branch agencies not to 

discriminate against em-

ployees based on their sex-

ual orientation. It estab-

lishes the administrationõs 

policy prohibiting various 

types of discrimination re-

lated to hiring, firing, pro-

motions and compensation 

at state agencies. The order, 

in part, says: òThe State of 

Missouri shall work to en-

sure that there will be no 

vestiges of discrimination 

against persons on account 

of race, color, religion, na-

tional origin, sex, ancestry, 

age, sexual orientation, vet-

eran status, or disability; not 

only in employment practices 

but in the provision of ser-

vices and the operation of 

facilities.ó We still need to 

pass the Missouri Non -

Discrimination Act to offer 

statewide civil rights protec-

tions to all, but I celebrate 

this step forward and thank 

our governor for issuing the 

order.
