everyone that belongs in our block we 
can spot possible issues before they 
start.

 Legislative Session 2010  

Limps to a Close on May 14  

M uch has been written 

about the low volume of 

legislation passed during 

the 2010 Legislative Ses-

sion. The number of bills 

filed in the House was 

1,321, but only 74 of these 

became òTruly Agreed and 

Finally Passedó (approved 

by both the House and 

Senate and sent to the gov-

ernor for signature or 

veto). Only 32 Senate bills 

made it all the way 

through the process, but 

even more importantly, 

few of the bills we debated 

were of major consequence. 

Many were non -binding 

resolutions, asking Con-

gress to rein in President 

Obama and the U.S. Con-

gress on everything from 

environmental protection 

to healthcare to òunfunded 

mandates.ó Some reporters 

and legislators saw these 

resolutions as little more 

than an òappetizeró for the 

fall elections. With our 

statesõ high unemployment, 

foreclosure crisis and other 

very real problems, I con-

sidered this inexcusable.  

òThe Missouri Constitution 

requires the General As-

sembly to do only one thing 

ð pass the state budget, 

and this year thatõs basi-

cally all it did,ó said House 

Minority Leader Paul 

LeVota of Independence at 

the Session ending press 

conference. òFrom the out-

set, those setting the 

agenda for debate made 

inconsequential non -

binding resolutions to Con-

gress their top priority. 

They set out to do nothing 

and got their wish ð a non-

binding legislative session 

that produced little of sub-

stance.ó 

My biggest disappointment 

of the Session was the deep 

budget cuts to essential 

health, mental health, and 

social service programs, as 

well as to public education. 

There were many common -

sense ways we could have 

raised revenue to prevent 

these cuts, but House and 

Senate leadership were un-

willing to give these propos-

als serious consideration. 

Gov. Nixon did press for tax 

credit reforms, and that 

prompted some public dis-

cussion. I would have liked 

to see him take a more pub-

lic role around other reve-

nue-generating strategies: 

raising tobacco tax to closer 

to the national average (we 

are now last in the nation); 

progressive income tax re-

form; and/or the òMainstreet 

Protection Actó (to collect 

sales tax on internet sales ð 

our failure to do so is disad-

vantaging bricks and mortar 

businesses here in Mis-

souri).  

The sessionõs few accom-

plishments included passing 

a bill to require state -

regulated insurance compa-

nies to provide coverage for 

the diagnosis and treatment 

of children with autism and 

enacting legislation to crack

down on repeat drunken 

drivers. Lawmakers also 

approved modest improve-

ments to state ethics laws, 

but since the bill failed to 

include several key reforms 

such as reinstating cam-

paign contribution and ban-

ning elected officials from 

simultaneously working as 

paid political consultants, I 

voted no. I want real  ethics 

reform, not Reform -Lite, as 

one GOP colleague called it.  

I had a small, but important 

victory on May 13 when the 

General Assembly òtruly 

agreed and finally passedó a 

version of Senate Bill 583 

containing language that I 

had filed as a bill. This re-

form closed a loophole that 

had allowed some health 

insurance companies to re-

fuse to cover adopted chil-

dren. I couldnõt get a hear-

ing on the bill in 2009 since 

Iõm in the minority party, 

but this year I recruited a 

majority party member to be 

lead sponsor, and we man-

aged to get the language 

onto several bills including 

one that finally passed! I am 

so pleased for my constitu-

ents who were hurt by this 

loophole and glad to have 

found a bi -partisan way to 

get the job done.

educated, socially conscious, envi-

ronmentally friendly investor winds 
up buying shares of companies whose 
beliefs and business practices are far 
removed from their own. Why? Most

about merging their personal beliefs 
with their investment strategies. 
Some may not even be aware of 
where and how their money is in-
vested.

panies, that could potentially send a 
powerful message. On the flipside, if 
someone firmly believes in eco -
friendly alternative energy sources, 
they could choose to invest in wind 
farms rather than big oil (for exam-
ple) as a way to show their support.  
 

The tradeoff.  Investing according 
to your beliefs and convictions can 
definitely affect your rate of return. 
Whether the effect is positive or

negative depends upon the investments 
you choose and the performance of 
those investments.
